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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was 1) to compare the creative writing abilities of
grade 9 students before and after being taught using a Synectics instruction model
together with a writing process approach, 2) to compare the creative writing abilities
of grade 9 students learning through the Synectics instruction model together with
the writing process approach to those learing through the traditional method, and
3) to compare the Thai language learning achievements of grade 9 students learning
through the Synectics instruction model together with the writing process approach
to those learning through the traditional method. The sample of this research
consisted of two classes of grade 9 students from Thanyarat School who were
studying in the first semester of academic year 2019. The experimental group of 31
students were taught using the Synectics instruction model together with the writing
process approach. The control group of 35 students learned using the traditional
method. The two groups were selected by multi-stage random sampling.
The research instruments were 1) instruction plans for the Thai language course using
the Synectics instruction model together with the writing process approach,
2) instruction plans for the Thai language course using the traditional method,
3) a Thai language achievements test with a reliability value of 0.83, and 4) a creative
writing ability test with a reliability value of 0.83. The statistics used for the data
analysis were percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test for a dependent group and
for two independent groups.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The creative writing abilities of the grade 9 students who learned using
the Synectics instruction model together with the writing process approach were
higher than before at the statistical significance level of 0.05.

2) The creative writing abilities of the grade 9 students who learned using
the Synectics instruction model together with the writing process approach were
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higher than those of the students who learmned using the traditional method at the
statistical significance level of 0.05.

3) The Thai language learning achievement of the grade 9 students who
learned using the Synectics instruction model together with the writing process
approach were higher than those of the students who learned using the traditional
method at the statistical significance level of 0.05.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research to 1) study to the quality level of
experience learning management plans in order to develop students to create
public mind, and 2) compare the public mind of grade 6 students under Nakhon
Sawan the Primary Educational Service Area Office 3 before and after learning
using experience management plans. The research sample consisted of 9 grade
6 students of academic year 2019. The research instruments included learning
experience management plans for students to develop public mind and a test
on public mind administered before and after learning. The data were analyzed
by mean, standard deviation, item objective congruence and t-test.

The results of the research showed that:

1. The quality level of 3 plans concerning experience learning management
in order to develop the students to create public mind had a good average value.

2. The level of development of public mind of the students in cognition and
behavior, after leaming through experience learning management was higher than
before the implementation at the statistical significance level of 0.05 on both sides.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to 1) compare the science learning
achievement of grade 5 students before and after using Model-Based learning
management, 2) compare the science learning achievement of grade 5 students after
using Model-Based learning management with the expectation of passing with the
criteria of 70 percent of the full score, 3) compare the critical thinking ability of grade
5 students before and after using Model-Based learning management, and 4) compare
the critical thinking ability of grade 5 students after using Model-Based learning
management with the criteria of 70 percent of the full score. The sample consisted of
grade 5 students from Tessaban 10 School (Anuban Tessaban Meung Saraburi) in the
first semester of academic year 2019 under Saraburi Municipality using the multi-stage
random sampling method. The duration of the experiment was 9 weeks at 2 hours a
week for a total of 18 hours. The instruments used in the research were 9 lesson plans
using Model-Based learning management, a science learning achievement test with a
reliability of 0.78 and an analytical ability test with a reliability of 0.82. This quasi-
experimental research used a one group pretest — posttest design. The data were
analyzed by mean, standard deviation, t-test for dependent samples and t-test for one
sample.

The research findings were as follows:

1. The science learning achievements of the grade 5 students after using
Model-Based learning management were higher than before the experiment at the
statistical significance level of 0.05. (X = 24.19 from the full score 30)

2. The science learning achievements of the grade 5 students after using
Model-Based learning management were higher than 70 percent with statistical
significance at the level of 0.05. (X = 24.19 from 70 percent of the full score 30)
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3. The critical thinking ability of the grade 5 students after using Model-Based
learning management was higher than before the experiment with statistical
significance at the level of 0.05. (X = 8.38 from the full score 10)

4. The critical thinking ability of the grade 5 students after using Model-Based
learning management was higher than 70 percent with statistical significance at the
level of 0.05. (X = 8.38 from 70 percent of the full score 7)

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to: 1) compare the mathematics
reasoning ability of grade & students before and after using cooperative learning with
the Think-Pair-Share technique, and 2) compare the mathematics learning
achievements of grade 4 students after using cooperative learning with the Think-
Pair-Share technique using a set the criterion of 70 percent of the full marks. The
sample used in this research consisted of 39 grade 4 students studying in the first
semester of the academic year 2019 at Pratoochai School under Ayutthaya Primary
Educational Service Area Office 1. They were selected using multi-stage random
sampling. The research instruments were 20 lesson plans for cooperative learning
with the Think-Pair-Share technigue on the topics of multiplications and divisions
topics, a mathematics achievement ability test on multiplications and divisions with a
reliability of 0.85, and a mathematics learning achievement test on multiplication
and divisions with a reliability of 0.80. The statistics used for the data analysis were
percentage, mean, standard deviation and t-test for one sample.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The mathematics reasoning ability of the grade 4 students after using
cooperative learning with the Think-Pair-Share technique was higher than before at
the 0.05 level of statistical significance.

2) The mathematics learning achievements of the grade 4 students after
using cooperative learning with the Think-Pair-Share technique were higher than the
criterion of 70 percent of the full marks at the 0.05 level of statistical significance. (X
= 16.82 from a full score of 20)
