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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to 1) to study the condition and
problems of the operations concerning comprehensive classrooms of the schools
under Office of Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 classified
by marital status, experience and education level, 2) compare the condition and
problems of the operations concerning the comprehensive classrooms of the schools
under Office of Nakhon Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 classified by
marital status, experience and education level, and 3) study approaches to solve the
education problems of the comprehensive classrooms. The sample consisted of 340
respondents composed of 40 administrators, 40 chiefs of academic divisions and 260
teachers from comprehensive schools. The sample size was obtained using Krejcie and
Morgan’s table and the participants were selected by stratified random sampling. The
tool for the data collecting was a 5 level rating scale questionnaire. The statistics used
for the analysis were mean, standard deviation and one way ANOVA.

The research findings of the study were as follows:

1) The study of the condition and problems of the operations concerning
the comprehensive classrooms of the schools under Office of Nakhon Ratchasima
Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 revealed that the administrators, chiefs of
academic divisions and teachers, classified by marital status, experience and education
level, were overall at a low level (X = 2.40). Considering each individual aspect, ranked
starting with the one with the most problems, were (1) learning management, which
was at a low level (X = 2.38), (2) environment, also at a low level (X = 2.47), and
(3) students, again at a low level (X = 2.48).

2) The comparisons of the condition and problems of the operations
concerning the comprehensive classrooms of the schools under Office of Nakhon
Ratchasima Primary Educational Service Area Office 2 between the administrators,



chiefs of academic divisions and teachers, classified by marital status, experience and
education level, did not produce any significant differences.

3) The suggested approaches to solve the education problems of the
comprehensive classrooms included (1) the students; they should better explain about
the characteristics of the handicapped to their peers. They should have more mutual
activities to improve learning and have them help each other, as well as have activities
to promote more acceptance (2) environment; they should combine all the students
so that they learn together. The should renovate the environment so that it is proper
for the students. For example, students with bad eyesight could sit in the first row.
They should ensure there is proper air flow and adequate lighting (3) learning
management; they should adapt the curriculum to the handicapped students, design
a special curriculum for them and set the lIP for weak skills with targets in the IEP and
supplementary learning, and (4) the equipment; they should set clear policies, as well
as a clear vision and mission. More equipment should be allocated to the
comprehensive classrooms to facilitate student support. limmsanummagniedngond;

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to 1) compare the connecting abilities of
grade 3 students that were given art activities to be done either in groups or individually,
2) compare the connecting abilities using visual art elements of grade 3 students doing
the activities individually according to a set criterion of 70 %, and 3) compare the
connecting abilities using visual art elements of grade 3 students doing the activities in
groups according to the set criterion of 70 %. The sample used in this research consisted
of 2 classes of 60 grade 3 students from Chomchonwatsadet School, Prathum Thani,
studying in the second semester of the academic year 2016. They were selected by
cluster random sampling. The research tools included 1) 8 lesson plans with learning
activities, and 2) a 20-question achievement pre-test and post-test with an item discrimination
ranging from 0.25-0.88, a difficulty index ranging from 0.25-0.75 and a coefficient of reliability
of 0.93. The statistics used in the data analysis were percentage, mean, standard
deviation and independent t-test for hypothesis testing.

The results of the study were as follows:

1) The connecting abilities of the grade 3 students that were given art activities to
be done in groups were found to be significantly better than for those who did the activities
individually at the 0.05 level of significance.

2) The grade 3 students that were given art activities to be done individually
had connecting abilities using visual art elements that exceeded the set 70% criterion, at
the 0.05 level of significance.

3) The grade 3 students that were given art activities to be done in groups also had
connecting abilities using visual art elements that exceeded the set 70 % criterion, at the
0.05 level of significance.

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the factors related to the
instructional quality of private universities in Battambang province, Cambodia. A
sample of 274 students was derived from a population of 869 students using
Yamane’s formula and was used to collect the data. The research instrument was a five-
point Likert rating scale questionnaire with an I0C validity ranging from 0.60 to 1.00. It was
approved by 5 intellectual experts and-had a reliability of 0.85. The statistics used in the
data analysis were percentage, mean ‘and standard deviation. Statistical hypothesis
testing was done using Pearson’s Correlation to determine the relationship between
the instructional quality and the related variables.

The research study revealed that the factors related to the instructional
quality of private universities in Battambang province, Cambodia, had positive
correlations. The most significant correlation was between instructional quality and
teacher instructional process (r= 0.398, p<0.01). The second significant correlation
was between instructional quality and teacher disposition (r= 0.335, p<0.01), and the
third significant correlation was between instructional quality and teacher experience
(r= 0.328, p<0.01). Positive correlations were also found for each of the factors. The
most significant correlation was between teacher instructional process and teacher
disposition (r=655, p<0.01), whereas the second significant correlation was found to
be between curriculum and social context (r=.640, p<0.01). Finally, the third
significant correlation was between teacher disposition and teacher experience
(r=580, p<0.01). The results of the analysis of the factors related to the instructional
quality of private universities showed that there were highly significant correlations
between each of the factors and the instructional quality which was comprised of
student achievements in knowledge arid desirable student characteristics. The study
suggested several research directions and may prove to have profound implications
for future studies concerning the instructional quality of private universities in the
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Cambodian province of Battambang concerning ways to help improve the
instructional quality for the development of national education.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the performance achievement
levels of management of munidpalities, Samut Prakan province following the mission and
responsibilities as outlined in the Munidpal Act, 2) to study the factors affecting the performance
achievements, and 3) to propose guidelines for improving the performance of the management.
This research was a study that combined both quantitative and qualitative approaches. The
quantitative research was conducted by using 384 respondents, selected by stratified random
sampling technique from a population of 9,323 individuals. The sample comprised of 193 pecple
representing stakeholders namely members of the municipal coundl, subdistrict and village
headmen and village public health volunteers as well as 191 municipal employees. The sample
size was calculated using Taro Yamane’s formula. The tool for data collecting was a questionnaire
to measure the achievements as an empiical data with a reliability of 0.89. The data were
analyzed using the statistics of percentage, mean, standard deviation and stepwise regression
analysis. The qualitative research was conducted by in-depth interviews with 27 key informants
consisting of 14 members of the standard inspection and evaluation committee of the local
govemment and 13 members of the municipality administration control committee. The group
were selected purposively. A focus group discussion was conducted with 18 participants consisting
of 9 mayors and 9 chaimmen of the munidpal coundils. The data were analyzed by content analysis
and interpretation.

The research findings were as follows:

1) The overall performance achievement levels of the management based on the
Munidipal Act was at a high level (X = 3,63, SD. = 0.82). Considering each aspect indvidually and
ranking them from the highest mean, the aspect of disaster prevention and mitigation was the
highest (X = 3.84, SD. = 0.80), followed by the aspects of sodal welfare (X = 3.75, SD. = 0.77),
dvil registration (X = 3.74, SD. = 0.78), infrastructure (X = 3.68, SD. = 0.76), education, customs
and culture (X = 3.63, SD. = 0.79), and finance (X = 3.52, SD. = 0.82), respectively. All of these
aspects were at high levels, except for the aspect of public health and environment which was at a
moderate level (X = 3.24,SD. = 1.04).



The qualitative research revealed that the aspect of public health and environment was
at the lowest level in the aritical problems of garbage disposal and polluted water and air caused
by industrial factories. With regards to decentralization, the munidipalities were very much ready to
perffom the mission of educational administration. The restrictions due to rigd rules and
regulations, overlapping of authority of variants agendies and there were many urgent govemment
policy incompatible with local plans.

2) There were 4 factors affecting the performance achievements of management of the
municipalities. Ranking them from the highest partial regression coefficient, they were (1) the
administration resources factor (B = 0.202), with 3 variables : personal, budgeting and equipment, (2)
the all section participation factor (B = 0.195), with 2 variables : govemment organization and private
sector, (3) the Munidipal Act factor (B = 0.192), with 3 variables : clear objectives, practicability and
accountability, and (4) the management factor (B = 0.166), with 4 variables: leadership, knowledge
in management, strategic management and team work These 4 factors could explain 74.40
percent (R? = 0.744) of the variation of the performance management at the statistical signficance
level of 0.05. The resuilts of focus group discussions congruent with the quantitative research in the
administration resource factor that the personnel should be developed in having more
consciousness and more working dedication as well as the partidpation factor that could help
enhance the community strengthening and promoting environment protection volunteers.

3) The proposed guidelines for the improvement of the management consisted of 7
approaches as follows: (1) the munidpality should put public health and environment as its first
priority by strengthening the collaboration between other sectors and the private sector in order to
move foward in creating a greener city, and mitigating pollution so that people and the industries
can live and survive. (2) The munidpality should allocate administrative resources according to the
problems and use effident managerial systems composed of planning, organizing, leading and
controlling. (3) The municipal management process should focus on the factors that are directly
affecting the management, utilize the resources in away that adds value, amend the municipal act
5o as to improve the participation of all sectors and build political leadership leading to conarete
results. (4) The munidpality should create a strategy for mutual information sharing especially
conceming narcotics suppression and hazardous waste elimination. (5) There should be more
coordination between the public and private sectors located in the industrial estate, and the civil
sodety sector and the community leaders in order to better develop a modem industrialized city.
(6) The management should operate based on good govemance that includes transparency,
accountability, and proactive measures to prevent and suppress comuption and (7) the services

provided by the municipality should be active, prompt and equigble, '&&Mﬂnﬁ&éﬁe@uaq
customer-responsive service culture.
