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ABSTRACT

This research aimed to study the development of a learning management plan on Thai
language group for Mathayom Suksa 3 by applying cooperative learning by Student Team
Achievement Division (STAD) and Team-Games Toumaments (TGT) approach. The population
of this study was 300 of Mathayom Suksa 3 students studying Thai language (T33101) in the
second semester of the academic year 2009 in four municipal public schools. The samples
consisted of 35 Mathayom Suksa 3 students studying Thai language (T33101) in the second
semester of the academic year 2009 at the Municipality 5 School, Wat Korklang, Nongkae
District, Saraburi Province, They were studying in class room 3/1 selected by Multi — Stage
Random Sampling. Tools used in this research were a learning management plan of cooperative
learning entitled Thai word characteristics, a sub-test, an achievement test. The statistics used for
data analysis were percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings were as follow:

The efficiency of the learning management plan on Thai language learning area for
Mathayom Suksa 3 by applying cooperative learning with an integration of Student Team
Achievement Division (STAD) and Team-Games Tournaments (TGT) approach was

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this experiment were to study influences of high-quality organic
fertilizer on growth and yield of Suphan Buri 1 rice series as well as and fertility of soil. The field
experiments were conducted on an acid sulfate Maha Phot soil series in Ayutthaya Province
(during February and May, 2002) with 6 treatments comprised of various combinations of
high-quality organic and inorganic or arfamonium phosphate chemical fertilizers (16-20-0),
The treatments were as follows: 1) control; 2) 6 kg/rai chemical fertilizer; 3) 120 kg/ral organic
fertilizer; 4) 60 kg/rai organic fertilizer; 5) 25 kg/rai chemical and 60 kg/rai organic fertilizer; and

6) 25 kg/rai chemical fertilizer and 30 kg/rai organic fertilizer.

Result indicated 25 kg/rai chemical and 60 kg/rai organic fertilizer treatment (Treatment
5) had an influence on rice growth determining from rice plant height at harvesting period of 120
days. Rice plant fertilized with this combination of fertilizers were tallest with 114.67 cm., In
height which was significantly different from Treatment 1 (P< .05), The same treatment
(Treatment 5) had the best yield performance of 1,047.2 kg/rai which was statistically different
from Treatment 1, 2, 4 and 6 (P< .01). Treatment 3 had the highest grain weight {1,000 grain) of
32.32 g. Treatment 3 and 5 had the same 4.73 plants per tiller but not statistically different from
each other. Treatment 5 had the highest straw weight of 1,141.30 kg which was significantly
different from the control (P<.01). Treatment 5 had the highest grains per panicle of 114.30 that

were different from the control (P< .05).
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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the effects of tillage practices of incorporating rice straw
and stubble, which are crop residues normally burnt on-site by farmers after harvesting, on growth
and yield of Pathumthani 80 rice as well as soil chemical properties. Chemical properties of Bang
Khen soil series studied were potential of hydrogen ion (pH), electrical conductivity (EC), organic
matter (OM), available phosphorus (P,0;), exchangeabie potassium (K,0), and nitrogen (N). This
field experiment was conducted at Phra Nakom Si Ayutthaya province using randomized complete
block design (RCBD). The six treatments with 4 replications each treatment studied were as
follows: 1) control or 500 kg/rai burnt straw and rice stubble; 2) no straw and rice stubble burning
and incorporation; 3) 500 kg/rai straw and rice stubble; 4) 1,000 kg/rai straw and rice stubble; 5)
1,500 kg/rai straw and rice stubble; and 6) 2,000 kg/rai straw and rice stubble.

Results showed that chemical properties of soil and rice yield of the control group were
inferior to all the other treatments concerning straw and rice stubble imcorporation. As a
consequence of different rice straw and stubble incorporation levels, soil chemical properties were:
a considerable increase of 2.62% soil organic matter and 0.13% nitrogen (2,000 kg/rai); 6.27
mg'kg available phospﬁorus (1,000 kg/rai); 157.00 mg/kg exchangeable potassium and 0.27 dS/m
electrical conductivity (1,500 kg/rai); and pH of 5.47 {500 kg/rai). In addition to soil properties,
rice yield among treatments studied also showed some differences. The highest plants per tiller
(18.70 plants per tiller) were observed from treatment 5 (1,500 kg/rai) which were found
statistically different from the control and treatment 2. The highest yield (873.59 kg/rai) of

treatment 6 (2,000 kg/rai) was statistically different from treatment 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5. Grain weight



of 31.06 /1,000 grains and 129.57 grains per fertile panicle were the highest in treatment 6,

however there were no statistically difference compared to the other treatments.
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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study 1) The policies of three groups of
government; the first group was composed of PolLt.Co Thaksin Shinawatra, Mr.Samak
Sundaravej and Mr.Somchai Wongsawat, whereas the second and third were composed of
General Surayudh Churanon and Mr.Abhisit Vejjajiva respectively. 2) The policy implementation
of the three groups of government and 3) The effectiveness of the populist policies for local
development. The study used a qualitative method and descriptive statistics. A group of 108
participants was selected out of which 38 key informants were randomly drawn for in-depth
interviews.

Findings: 1) Out of ten projects initiated by the first government group, two were very
popular among the 108 participants. These two projects were the thirty baht medical care plan and
the ome million baht per village plan. The 10% participants moderately accepted the self-
sufficiency economy and good livelihoods projects from the second government. Two highly
accepted projects from the third government, out of six projects, were the 500 baht for old age
plan, and the 15 years of free education plan. 2) The management of the projects was done
differently by the first government group. This group empowered the local committee to manage
their own affeirs by electronically transferring the budget directly to the village committees.

The second and the third government groups managed the projects and the money distribution



using conventional bureauncratic mechanisms and controls, 3) The effectiveness of the populist
policies were perceived as being at the highest level for the first group, then the third followed by
the second government respectively. However, the people accepted the populist policies without
concern as to who the government was. The results of the in-depth interviews revealed that
populist policies were highly welcomed and their implementation was supported. The results for
the three groups had minor differences which were due to each government’s time constraints.
Moreover, most expectations of the participants were as follows: the highest level of participants
wanted the elimination and prevention of drug crimes and improvements in the quality of the
education system. Also, many participants expected the government to help less fortunate people
and to eliminate corruption at all levels. Finally, the majority of the participants expected the

government to manage the illegal underground lottery and make it legal.
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
