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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study was to compare the ability to use English for
communication in daily life of grade one students who were taught using the total
physical response method with traditional method. The sample of this research
consisted of 40 grade one students from Prempracha School (Saiyut-Kasem
Songkroh), Donmuang, Bangkok, under Bangkok metropolitan administration. They
were selected by multi cluster random sampling in the first semester of the
academic year 2018. The 40 students were divided into two groups. The first group,
was taught using the total physical response method and the second group using the
traditional method. Each group consisted of 20 students. The instruments used for
collecting data were: 1) lesson plans for the total physical response method,
2) lesson plans for the traditional method, and 3) a listening and speaking English
achievement test with a reliability value of 0.71. The statistics for the data analysis
were mean, standard deviation, and t-test for independent.

The results of the study revealed that the ability of the grade one students
to communicate in English for daily life was higher for those who were taught using
the total physical response method than for those taught using the traditional
method. The mean of the total physical response method group was equal to 15.40
whereas the mean of the traditional method group was equal to 10.65, at the 0.05
level of statistical significance.

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ABSTRACT

The current research aimed to 1) study the current conditions of the
strategic management of secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education
Commission, 2) improve a model of the strategic management of secondary schools
under the Office of the Basic Education Commission, and 3) investigate the
appropriateness and the feasibility of the model of the strategic management of
secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission. There were
3 steps in the study: Step 1; study the current strategic management of secondary
schools. In the process, relevant documents and research studies were reviewed in
order to create a conceptual framework and research tool. The tool consisted of a
structured interview that was used to question 6 secondary school presidents, in order
to analyze the current strategic management and the drafting of strategic management
plans for the secondary schools. Step 2; develop the strategic management of the
secondary schools which made use of the data collected from the first step to set up
group discussions involving 9 honorable people. The information obtained from
the discussions was then utilized to develop the strategic management of the
secondary schools. Step 3; investigate the appropriateness and the feasibility of the
model with the help of 342 secondary school directors. This was implemented by
means of multistage stage sampling. The tool adopted in the study was a questionnaire
with a 5 point rating scale, with a consistency index of 0.80-1.00 and a confidence level of
0.96. The statistics used in the study were frequency, percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.

The results were as follows:

1) The study of the current conditions of the strategic management of the
secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission involved
1) the analysis of the school environment. The analysis included the analyses of the
strengths, weaknesses, external factors, obstacles, school duties and cultures,
educational management based on the National Education Act, future environment,



ordering of the problems and the needs for improvement which focused on
collaboration, 2) the strategy planning consisted of visions, missions and objectives
which had to cover all levels, success indicators, and the adjustment of the
strategies so as to be compatible with the policies, 3) the implementation of the
strategy involved the assignment of responsibilities, the planning and making of the
working calendar. Moreover, all parties needed to follow the plan, collect data and
motivate people to work. Lastly, the strategy control and assessment involved the
formation of the committee, the framework, methods, assessment methods, tools,
indicators, the follow-up system, the assessment calendar, and the rectification of
mistakes.

2) Improving the strategic management model of secondary schools under
the Office of the Basic Education Commission consisted of 3 steps: (1) Establishing a
strategic plan for participatory schools, which consisted of: (1.1) environment analysis
and determination of strategic factors, and (1.2) school strategy formulation. (2) Coordinating
power, bringing school strategies into action, which consisted of: (2.1) action plans and set
frameworks for measuring performance, and (2.2) operations management and change
management. And (3) Tracking control and empowerment evaluation which consisted
of: (3.1) follow-up control of work, (3.2) evaluation/summary.

3) The results of the examination of the strategic management model of
secondary schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission revealed that
it was appropriate, overall, at a high level. Sorting the aspects from the highest
average to the lowest was as follows: tracking control and empowerment evaluation,
establishing a strategic plan for participatory schools and coordination of power,
bringing school strategies into action and the strategic management model of
secondary school under the Office of the Basic Education Commission. Overall the
possibilities were at a high level. Sorting the aspects from the highest average to the
lowest was as follows: coordination of power, bringing school strategies into action,
establishing a strategic plan for participatory schools and tracking control and empowerment
evaluation.
